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Class Expectations

Attitude and Effort

Students are responsible for;

Do your best on every assignment, turn work in on time, and ask questions whenever you do not understand.  Do these things and you are almost assured to have success in this class.  

Attendance

A. Students are responsible for attending all class periods.

B. Students are responsible for finding out what instruction they missed and for getting caught up before they return to class.

C. Your partner will be responsible, each day you are absent, for collecting the notes, activities, handouts, projects, evaluations, and other class activities.

D. When a student returns from an absence, they are responsible for getting their assignments.

·  Please be pro-active when you know ahead of time that you are going to miss and get the assignments before you leave.  Some assignments may not be able to be done ahead of time.

Evaluations

A. Evaluations can take the form of quizzes, tests, homework, labs, and projects.

B. Evaluations are designed to measure the student’s mastery of the objectives and standards.

· The standard that you will be tested on will be on the top of almost every assignment and should help you understand what you learning objective is for that assignment.

Additional Requirements

A. You must keep a notebook for this class, with all notes, tests, activities, and handouts; in order.

B. You must record and collect all assignments for your partner when (s)he is gone.

C. You must keep the room and belongings neat and in good shape.
